Agenda Comenius meeting 25/9 2009 in Essen
The meeting will start at 11.15 at Berufskolleg West in Essen and treat following questions:
1) Wind turbine and sun oven
The part of the project when we build wind turbine and sun oven is almost finish. 
· How has the cooperation between Kristinehamn and Essen worked?
· Do the students seem to like the task?
· Do the teachers like the project, i.e. does it add positive thing to the usual courses, or does it only take time? 

· How should we do it different?
2) Contact between students
There are few contacts between students in Essen and Kristinehamn. How can we increase this contact in a natural way in the next part of the project? The goal should be that every student knows two students in the other country pretty well when they meet in spring (see below).
3) Next part of the project

As we plan before, next part of the project will be to investigate the energy and environment situation in Germany and Sweden. We did speak about that German students investigate how energy produced and consumed in Sweden, and the Swedish students should do the same for Germany, or in some other manner (se below). According to this, they also will find out the emissions of CO2 from energy productions and from traffic. However, here are some points to think about and discuss before a decision:
· Is this a good project?
· How can we get the students to cooperate between Essen and Kristinehamn? For instance – four students from Kristinehamn cooperate with two students in Essen and together they investigate the electric production and consumption in Germany and Sweden. Total 12 groups and theme. For practical reasons in Kristinehamn, 4-5 students from Presterudsgymnasiet (5*4+5) respectively 3-4 students from Brogårdsgymnasiet (4*4+2*3) cooperate with two students in Essen (24 students). The groups work together via mail and meets sometime via Skype and web cam. The work is started with an interview of each other in the group about how they live in Germany and Sweden.
· How do we make the groups – by thought or by random? 
· Suggestion on 12 energy and environments theme. Also description of techniques: 

1) Electric production (TWh) by nuclear energy 
2) Electric production by water energy
3) Electric production by wind energy

4) Electric production by water waves and tidal power
5) Energy production by sun – sun panels (heat) and sun cells (electricity)
6) Energy production (not transports) by fossil energy (coal, oil, nature gas etc). Also about storage of CO2 in ground. 
7) Energy production by bio energy (bio fuel, bio gas, wood etc)
8) Waste management (recycling, energy recovery etc)
9) Energy consumption (broken down by different types of energy, types of consumption (transport, living, industry), developing during last 20 year, per person etc. Transport is broken down in road, train, air and water. 
10) Food production and consumption, use of fertilizer, meat consumption, export, production per hectare, environment consequences of intensive agriculture.   
11) Production of CO2 and other greenhouse gases, what is the main source, what do Germany and Sweden do to decrease and what do EU? 
12) Transportation on road and railroad – people and goods, developing during last 20 year, what happen in future – new engines, hybrids and batteries? 
· The presentation – by PowerPoint on our website like the first part of our project, and together in assembly hall during the students visit in Essen or Kristinehamn? Maybe on both places in front of other students. 
· When do we start and when do we stop? For instance, we start on Tuesday 6/10 (v 41) and finish Tuesday 17/11 (v 47).
· Building different kind of biogas reactors as a models in the science subject, but also design by CAD and build a really one in workshop. The design part can be like a competition; the best one will be build. Is that possible? 
4) Last project

After this next project, when we compare Germany and Sweden, we can extend the comparison to 12 developing countries in Africa, i.e. compare our consumption with Africa in an easier manner as before. This last project should start in end of November and end in January; we also need time for language studies. We use the same groups as before to deepen the contact between the students.  
5) Kristinehamn visiting Essen
As planed, students from Kristinehamn visiting Essen 16-25/4-2010, including travel days. During this we also plan to visit EU in Brussels for one day.
6) Essen visiting Kristinehamn

Which date do you plan the student will visit Kristinehamn?
7) Extension of the project
According to the Swedish program office is it very difficult to get an extension of the project, maybe a few month for report writing. It´s impossible to get more money for the project.
